Associate in Arts Degree (A.A.)

DESCRIPTION

The Associate of Arts degree in Humanities is an interdisciplinary program that integrates several different academic traditions.
The program offers students a rare opportunity to discover the heritage of art, culture, and learning through lectures and
readings of great texts; make connections between ideas in the past and issues in the present; and improve skills in critical

reading, listening, writing, and discussion.

PROGRAM LEARNING OUTCOMES

1. Student will be able to think critically in reading about topics in philosophy, religion, art and
music, thereby identifying problems.

2. Demonstrate an awareness of the impact of societal expectations and behaviors on individuals
and cultures.

3. Analyze, discuss and debate the impact on the development of theory and cultural practices.

ASSOCIATE DEGREE PROGRAM

The Associate in Arts (AA) or the Associate in Science (AS) Degree involves satisfactory completion
of a minimum of 60 semester units with a C average or higher, including grades of Cin all courses
required for the major, and fulfillment of all IVC district requirements for the associate’s degree along
with all general education requirements. The degree provides a sound basis for transfer to upper
division institutions for additional degrees or for higher vocational preparation. To be eligible to
receive an Associate Degree the student must complete the requirements for the major, the District
requirements for an Associate Degree, and the General Education requirements. In addition students
must maintain a minimum grade point average and meet the minimum grade requirements of their
program.
